Authorised users will be issued with
user names and passwords to open sessions and transfer files. Passwords will only be issued when
files are physically ready to be transferred, so that open connections can be monitored. If the file is
not transferred within the expected time (usually 24 hours), the connection will be disabled for
security reasons, awaiting further advice from the sender.

About FTP and SFTP

FTP (File Transport Protocol) is a well known and widely used protocol fargraata over the

internet. FTP however does not have any security. The entire transmission made between the host
and the user is sent in plain text. Anyone who has the ability to snoop on the network packets being
transferred can read the data, includitite password information. If an unauthorized user can login,
they have the opportunity to compromise the system. FTP does cater for password authentication
but this can be easily overcome.

SFTR Secure File Transfer Protocaitilises SSH (Secure Shetl)that the entire login session,
including transmission of password, is encrypted. It is functionally similar to FTP, but because it uses
a different protocol, you can't use a standard FTP client to talk to an SFTP server

Software required

Users will ned a sftp client, such as FileZilla or CoreFTP LE, (both can be downloaded and are free)
to facilitate the transfer. PFG also recommend that the file being submitted is compressed and
encrypted in addition to relying on the encryption within SFTP, as thecgransfer has been

completed SFTP will decrypt the file on our server.

Security
Our SFTP server resides within a secure firewall, and once the file is received it will be moved from
the SFTP server to another secure destination. The file remains within the confines of the firewall at
all times.

Files needing to be transferred back to clients will normally be sent via encrypted attachments to e
mails, using WinZip compression utilities or similar; larger files can be made available on the SFTP
server for clients to download.

The typicalariations in the files supplied are:

Partial addresses

Any addresses which are incomplete or ambiguous will be excluded from the match. Addresses in
this state have a high probability of error and this can give substantial numbers ofifalskes.

Please ensure that such records are removed from the file before submission if possible.

Overseas addresses

For Addresses outside of the UK, these will only be considered a match if the two address records
are identical. If there are substantial numbers oémeas addresses in the donor file, the addition of
a Country field in the supplied data is helpful.

Address information in more than six fields plus postcode

In these circumstances the fields will need to be purged to reduce them to the number of fields
expected, which will increase the time taken to match the file, and may lead to loss of data. The
records with more than six fields are often nparsonal records which should be removed from the
file before it is submitteds the Legacy Prospect Databastdk information on residential
addresses only.

Summary of issues

In summary, you can see from the above that our routines are heavily geared towards a file supplied
in the preferred layout, so if it is possible to receive this from you (or as close siblpds it), then
greater numbers of accurate matches will result.
